REMO PROJECT

The kick-off meeting of the REMO
project was held in Kranj, Slovenia from the 4"
until the 5" of November 2014. As it was not
possible to find a date within the first project
months for the entire consortium, a second
part of the kick-off meeting took place two
weeks later in Graz, Austria from the 18" until
the 19™ of November. Thereby it was possible
for all partners to have the chance for a
common start into the first working phase.

Once the current phase of data
collection has been completed the results will
be available on the website. After that, work
on ISO 9001 coherent quality process
descriptions will start.
